LIFE BOATS AND CREW THEREOF

1. The Boats are to be kept in perfect readiness for use, either in the Houses or otherwise, as the Captain Pilot may direct, and the Boats are always to be kept on their Carriages, except when ordered at any time to be afloat.

2. Keys to the Boat-Houses shall be labelled and kept at the Captain Pilot's Office, at each of the Shipbuilding Yards, at the Dock-master's Office, Dock Gates, at the Harbour Office, at the Town House, and at the Police Watch House.

3. The Life Boat crew shall be selected and Licenced by the Captain Pilot of the Port, and shall consist of a Master, Mate, and 10 Boatmen. The names of the Parties, as Licensed, shall be entered by the Captain Pilot in a Book to be kept by him at the Pilot Office.

4. The Salary of the Master shall be £5, Mate £4, and each of the Crew £3 yearly, and be payable half-yearly.

5. In the absence of the Master, the Mate shall take charge, and the men take their places in the Boats as directed by the Master of the Boat for the time. 

6. The Firing of a Mortar on the North Pier, or at Torry, will be the signal for the Life Boat's Crew immediately to assemble, and launch and man the Life Boats; and they shall give every assistance, and obey such directions as may be given to them by the Captain Pilot, or Assistant Captain Pilot, in reference to the other Life- Preserving Apparatus.

7. As the efficiency of a Life Boat depends on the good training and discipline of the Crew, the strictest attention must be paid by them to the directions of the Captain Pilot and Assistant Captain Pilot, and Master and Mate of the Boat, on all occasions connected with the service. One of the Boats shall be taken afloat for exercise, fully manned, at least once a-quarter, giving the preference to blowing weather; and at all times when the Life Boat has to be sent out to sea, whether for exercise or for the purpose of saving life, the Captain, Mate and Crew of the Boat shall carefully return the Boats, with their stores and equipments, to the respective Boat Houses, and the Captain Pilot and Assistant Captain Pilot shall be in attendance. And see that, according to the inventory thereof, this is done; and they shall also ascertain that the Boats, with their Carriages, equipments, and stores, are in proper order. If repairs are necessary, or if any of the Stores be awanting, the Captain of the Boat shall report the same to the Captain Pilot, who shall give the necessary instructions in the matter.

8. The Life Boats are not to be used for taking off anchors or cables, stores &c., but shall be used, with their establishments, for the purpose of rendering assistance to vessels in distress within, or near to the said Harbour.
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
